Parents’ and/or Family’s Responsibilities

We will:

●Make sure that our child attends school regularly, is on time, and is prepared to learn, and

has done their skill practice at home.

● Communicate with teachers to find out what skills your child is learning in reading, other

language arts classes and math.

● Do activities at home that continue our child’s classroom learning at home.

●Weekly review progress in classes

● Attend parent-teacher conferences and communicate frequently with our child’s teacher,

through notes and conversation, about how well our child is doing.

● Try to visit our child’s school at least once a year.

● Set high standards in reading, other language arts and math by providing a challenging

curriculum.

● Report publicly on school-wide reading scores, and help teachers and parents to

understand how adopting high standards can lead to the improvement of scores.

● Allocate resources to ensure that high standards are met.

● Hold workshops on standards in reading and math and ways to set the standards into

practice at school and at home.

● Provide reading materials and training so that parents can help their children learn to read.

●Welcome and involve all families, especially those with low literacy skills or limited English

proficiency, or those who have not been involved in the school before.
